Our gardenõs second season is beginning to sprout. There were, 
after all, those spaces to fill.  Some of those empty rows resulted from early growing crops ð lettuces and      

spinach and radishes, for example -- that had performed admirably in their time, but by this time in the season 
were spent. Some things just can't stand the heat.  Several rows had been occupied by long growing varieties 
planted last fall that over-winter and finally mature mid-summer.  Other gaps were the result of seeds planted 

that never really grew.  That seems to happen every year, and it's never the same vegetable.  Rows on either side 
that are sown with this or that, sandwiching a row that remains bare.  Same soil.  Same conditions.   

Same rains and sun and weeding attention.  Different results.   
 

And so this second season ð seeds planted in early July that will mature in autumn, in time to harvest before the 
first frost. It has been fascinating to learn about life cycles and health requirements at the ground level.  Some 
plants have a quick burst and then are spent.  Some mature at a glacial pace, but reward those who can muster 

adequate patience.  Some like the heat, while others sweeten with a little frost.  Some trudge along like camels in 
the garden, surviving long stretches without water; others are constantly thirsty.  And some fizzle out altogether. 

 
My job is to constantly pay attention -- anticipating, responding, intervening, assessing.   

And, of course, replanting. 
 

As with our job as the church.  Some things show early promise, but abruptly fizzle.  Others quickly blossom 
and show their colors and then are finished for the season.  Some special projects have occupied us this  

summer but are now accomplished. Vacation Bible School has come and gone.   
It won't be long before those staple crops ð Sunday School, youth programming, choirs ð are back in season.   

And there are those longer term seeds ð the search process ð still maturing.   
 

And collectively we will pay attention.  Because this life we share as congregation isn't a machine that we simply 
keep oiled and filled with gas.  It's a garden with all kinds of things constantly withering, sprouting, fruiting and 

finishing, each with its own special needs.   
Together we anticipate, respond, intervene, assess, water and weed ð all that, plus the fun part:  harvest.   

Thanks for all you do.
